%' TALES OF AULD KIRK AND ITS WITCHES

The Haunted House

Other legends have gathered round this ruin at Chriswell, and for these I am indebted to
voluminous notes on local history God was meticulous care by the late Mr Arthur Muir,
his informant in this case being Mr John Adam, Town Chamberlain of Greenock from
1849 till 1878. It could never be told as it is in his own words.

Many years ago the haunted house was inhabited by a pirate profligate old villain, who,
having acquired a mass of wealth in foreign climates by deeds of rapine and pillage on
the high seas, came to seek in retirement that peace which repentance alone can give.

He lived for many years in that house, a grey haired, hard featured solitary man. He was
never known to hold much or any communication with his neighbours, and they had
little to do with him. Who he lived could only be surmised, A lady, a stranger, who had
been known to visit him at rare intervals; And always, at her departure, he became more
than usually moody. He would then hide himself for weeks at a time, and only became
visible when necessity compelled him to provide himself with the bare means of
subsistence.

How long he lived, and weather his dying pillow was smooth by the tender hand of
daughter or kinswoman, or F religious consolation was administered to him on his
dying bed and Fe received Christian burial after the fitful fever of life was over, no one,
alas! can tell. But it was frequently said that the ghost of the hoary old river was
observed, with glittering cutlass in one hand and a Black Flag in the other. Stalking, on
moonlight nights, among the ruins.

Others say that the last proprietor was a gentleman who had been unfortunate in some
love affair. He had a looked, so it was said, with a fair haired, beautiful young lady,
from her guardian’s house and one of the Western Isles, and having married her, was
proceeding homeward to his residence, in Inverkip Glen.



The boat in which they were crossing over from Bute to the mainland was upset,
and the young bridegroom and his bride barely escaped with their lives. But soon
after reaching her new home the young lady sank and died in his arms, and her
inconsolable husband ever after lived the solitary life of a recluse, dying at an early
age of a broken heart.

It was whispered-dash for these things are always told in whispers-that two figures,
close in snowy raiment, resembling this unfortunate pair, have been seen bleeding
hand and hand about the ruin.

These, then, are some of the legends of the haunted house. We may smile at them
today and enjoy the telling of them but we must never forget that they were very
real to the folk of a bygone generation. They believed sincerely in ghosts and
warlocks and such things. Most folk retain a little bit of superstition about them
still, and I would not wonder if, after reading this account of the haunted house,
you too, when called to pass the old ruin on a dark night, felt a keeping feeling
coming over you, and hastened with quickened footsteps to pass the spot!

The haunted house was the scene of a vivid experience in the life of the reverend
John McNeil. He used to tell of it two great gatherings all over the world. It was in
the days when, as a young lad, he walked up and down tonight school in green oak
twice or three times a week. Occasionally his father would set out to meet him.

The night in question was one of dense darkness, and the great evangelist tails how,
as he walked on, his mind became obsessed with a feeling of dread and foreboding
which he could not shake off. Approaching the ruin at the roadside he suddenly
seemed to feel, more than to see, a dark and ominous shape looming out of the
shadows advancing to meet him.

He cried I wrote in a certain fear,” who is there”? And the answer came at once; “

it’s your father, John.” That answer at once dispersed all his fears, and the rest of
the journey home in the company of his father, was a very pleasant one.

Doesn’t time fly, especially when you’re enjoying yourself! Here we
are, in September already and “the nights are fair draw’n in”, summer
must be over!

I have a vision of the late Ricky Fulton, in
his guise as the Reverend .M. Jolly, sitting
in his grand leather armchair and, in his
most melancholy tone, inquiring “What
kind of summer have you had?” before
recounting what a miserable summer he and
his wife, Ephesia, had spent in some
Scottish seaside resort.

Well, let it be noted that for this household at least, summer was not too
bad at all. In June we did find it a trifle warm and, ok we did moan
about the rain occasionally but hey, this is Scotland after all.

Many people [rg*® &~
try to scare the predator away while it is dealing with its A
prey (often still alive), it’s gruesome I know, but that’s
nature in the raw. Predators are generally good at what
they do in terms of dispatching their victims. In my view -
it’s better to leave well alone, if you intervene and scare
the predator away you must be prepared to deal with the victim, which may
not be a pleasant experience. In many instances I’ve witnessed
Sparrowhawks return to the scene to continue feeding and/or remove its
prey, possibly to feed chicks in a nest.

Apart from the usual attacks on the feeders in the garden, squirrels,
s -t Jackdaws and Blackbirds have
: . been feasting on the ripening
* Rowan Berries. One tree, in a
¢ neighbour’s garden, has produced
| only two clusters of berries this
. year while last year it was bowed
" down with fruit. Another tree in
an adjacent garden is, however, covered in clusters but I’ve no idea why
there’s a difference in the crops of berries this year. It’s a mystery.

As usual give your feeders etc. an inspection and a clean out ready for the
winter.
